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Splendid effort by volunteers to help destitutes 

SHAKAWE - Tonight in Shakawe, an old woman and those in her care are being sheltered in a new rondavel thanks to a group of students from northern Canada who have been doing volunteer work at Belêga Bana Daycare Centre. Karen Aglukark, Tracy Evyagotailak, Kevin Iksiktaaryuk, Monica Jacobson, Steven Oovayuk, and Tutuiya Qimirqpik are all participants in the international phase of Northern Youth Abroad (NYA), a programme which aims to give indigenous youth from Nunavut and the North West Territories in Canada opportunities to learn and grow through volunteer work and travel. The group identified a destitute person within the Shakawe area who was in need of shelter and over the course of the following week the group – including two US Peace Corps volunteers and others - gathered necessary materials and then worked together with a local carpenter to construct a brick rondavel, which was then presented to the woman.
